11. How are epithelial tissues classified?  Describe their function and where each they can be found.

12. Name the three types of muscle tissue, and tell where each would be found in the body.  What is meant by “smooth muscles are involuntary in action?”  Which muscle type is voluntary in action?

13. What is a true rib?  A false rib?  Is a floating rib a true or false rib?  Why are floating ribs easily broken?

14. What is the blind spot, and why is it called this?

15. Since there are only three types of cones, how can you explain the fact that we see many more colors?

16. Define hormone and describe the chemical nature of hormones.

17. In general, the endocrine system becomes less efficient as we age.  List some examples of problems that elderly individuals have a result of decreasing hormone production.
